Think like a 
business. How can these people give 
you a competitive edge? Do you have 
a police tourism security brochure 
that attracts visitors while giving 
necessary information rather than 
scaring them? Do your marketing 
people meet with your security 
providers on a regular basis?
 • Promote tourism security as 
you would promote a new business.  
Classically during down-times CEOs, 
Mayors, and Managers cut back on 
tourism security. Nothing could be a 
greater mistake. These are the times 
to think out of the box. When people 
are scared then tourism security is 
part of economic security. Launch 
your security product as if it were any 
other new product. Try to see new 
and innovative ways that you can use 
your police and security professionals 
as a means to enhance your product 
and add extra value to it.
 • Advertise to both your guests 
and locals and make sure they 
understand that you have a tourism 
security plan. All too many CEOs 
and City governments still hold the 
outdated notion that professional 
security agents and police scare away 
visitors. The reality is very much 
the contrary, the safer and more 
secure your destination is perceived 
to be, the greater the opportunity 
to increase your margin of profi t. 
The bottom line here is advertise; 
advertise, and then advertise your 
security even more.

Sea Fishing. Ugly Anne has been carrying 
passengers since 1976, and fishing since 
1981. From Father’s Day through Labor Day, 
Ugly Anne does two trips daily, 8-12:30 and 
1:15-5:30, from Perkins Cove, Ogunquit 
Maine, weather permitting. The morning trip 
is $50.00 per person and the afternoon trip is $45.00 per person. We welcome 
families to come and try their luck, no experience necessary, our experienced 
crew will be there to teach you and help you to land that illusive “big fish”. 
Sometimes the smallest fisherman catches the biggest fish, sometimes the biggest 
fisherman does not catch any fish. Ugly Anne is equipped with the usual compli-
ment of electronics, two of everything, from radar, gps and fish finders, along 
with the emergency radios and cell phones. She carries two life rafts for a total 

of 40 passengers, and one life preserver 
per passenger and crew, is inspected an-
nually by the Coast Guard, and run by an 
experienced licensed captain and mates. 
The usual number of passengers is around 
25 per trip, often less, and never more than 
30, gear is included in the price so no one 
needs to bring anything other than lunch 
and drinks, warm clothes if necessary. From 

mid-May until Father’s Day, then after Labor Day through the end of September, 
Ugly Anne runs full day fishing trips, from 7-4, for $75.00 per person. Private 
charters are available. You should call for information, reservations are definitely 
recommended. Come and fish with us and you might even find out how Ugly 
Anne got her name!
